MISPLACED MODIFIER

A misplaced modifier refers to a grammatical mistake resulting from
the improper placement of a word or phrase within a sentence. As a
consequence, this leads to ambiguity or confusion concerning its
intended meaning. You can imagine this issue as misplacing a puzzle
piece, disrupting the entire interpretation of a sentence. A sentence like
“Running down the street, the dog chased the ball” may cause one to
assume that the dog was running instead of the person.
